1. Simple Sugar Test: 
Test procedure: 

1. Add 10 drops of Benedict’s solution to unknown and shake gently. 

2. Place the test tube in boiling water bath for 2-3 minutes.
Positive test: 

· Unknown changes to orange color. 
2. Lipid Test:

Test procedure:

1. Place a small drop of your unknown in the middle of a piece of paper bag. 

2. Set the bag aside to dry while you continue with your other experiments. 

Positive test: 

· The unknown fills in the spaces between the paper fibers and does not evaporate.  

· The bag will be translucent (light will come through) at the spot when you hold it up to the light.


3. Starch Test: 

Test procedure: 

1. Place 1-3 drops of iodine on unknown substance. 

Positive test: 

· Unknown changes to dark purple/black color.

4. Protein Test: 
Test procedure: 

1. Add 10 drops of Biuret solution to 3 ml of unknown and shake gently. DO NOT HEAT BIURET!!
Positive test: 

· Unknown changes to a light purple color.
