Kansas Plants Herbarium Project (X/50 pts)
Overview:  For this project, you will be collecting at least ten species of plants, pressing them, and placing them on herbarium sheets that will include the leaf and detailed information about the specimen.  (See instructions below).
Instructions:  Leaves brought home should be pressed in either a regular plant press or placed between the pages of  a newspaper sheet and pressed under the weight of a very large and heavy book (or several books).   The placement of the leaves in the newspapers should be rearranged every day for several days, until the specimen is completely dry.

Once totally dry, leaves may be mounted on clean, white paper.  (Preferably, a harder, thicker stock paper or actual herbarium sheets.)  Herbarium sheets can sometimes be purchased in craft stores or college bookstores.

Format:  For specimen information tags, use black ink.  (Preferably a black, felt-tipped pen).
Each herbarium sheet page is worth 5 points (X 10 pages) =  50 point project!
