3. What traits do all lizards have?
4. Which lizard has one light strips down the back and three light ones on either side.
5. Which two turtles do NOT have a rigid shell?
6. Which turtle we studied grows to the greatest length, on average?
7. Which turtles pose the greatest risk for injury to people?
8. Which turtles are primarily terrestrial (land-dwelling)?
9. Which two of the following are most closely related:  Ornate Box turtle, Snapping Turtle, Western Painted Turtle, and Western Spiny Softshell?  How do you know?
10.  Which turtle or lizard is the most interesting that you have learned about and why?
