9. How do the properties of water help oceans to maintain a relatively stable temperature?  Why is this so important?

10.  How do the properties of water help prevent organisms from overheating? (Hint: Be sure to include sweating in humans and panting in dogs in your answer)

11. Explain what happens to the density of liquid water when it freezes, and explain why this is so important to organisms that live in bodies of water that freeze.
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
